Before coming to the LAUSD I taught deaf-blind children in Boston and in Orange County CA, worked for the CA State Department of Education as a Preschool Advisor for Visually Impaired children, and was a national Head Start trainer for maintstreaming children with disabilities.

I came to the LAUSD in 1980 to start the home-based program for visually impaired infants, and later worked as the Functional Vision Coordinator, and until 2003 was Program Specialist for the Visually Impaired Program.

I have taught multiply impaired VI students, deaf-blind students, and grade level academic VI students.

In my role as Coordinator of the Visually Impaired Program for LAUSD I am responsible for the assignment of itinerant VI teachers, Orientation and Mobility Instructors, Braillists, and the provision of technical assistance to the VI Resource Rooms throughout the district. I am responsible for the provison of Low Incidence materials and equipment to VI students and for the staf development needs of the VI Program.
