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During this session, we will explain how our programs can offer rehabilitation training, preparation for college, employment opportunities, an introduction to computer access technology and much more. A recent addition to the programs offered at BVRSP is school to work transition for youth ages 16-21 years of age. This is a partnership with Pittsburgh City Schools and the Allegheny Intermediate Unit 3. A common component among these programs is the building of self esteem.

Spero Pipakis has been employed by BVRSP for almost 15 years.  He is currently the coordinator of the Access Technology Center.  He has 30 years of experience in the blindness field.
Diane Celidonia has been employed by BVRSP for 20 years. She has a B.S. degree in Education. Diane has worked with the Employment Support Services program since it’s inception in 1986. Currently, she holds the position of Supervisor, Employment Services.
